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nificant — in the region of £36,500 — but
the estimated annual energy savings are
£3,630.

Across the initiative the measures that
have been implemented, proposed or are
awaiting approval have taken the project
partners three quarters of the way to
achieving their 10% energy use reduction
target [see totaliser, right].

Further measures still to be identified,
and savings made through improved energy
awareness and behaviour change amongst
staff, should ensure that the project target
is met and even surpassed.

Simon Roberts, CSE’s Chief Executive,
said: “The project’s combination of technical
know-how and focused support to change
an organisation’s ‘energy culture’ is really
starting to pay dividends. And the partner-
ship working is creating new relationships
across the public sector and building a real
sense of collective endeavour.

“We're getting close to achieving our
energy reduction target” he added. “Can
we raise the stakes and aim for a 15% or
even 20% reduction?”

The organisations participating in Our
Big Energy Challenge spend a lot on
energy — over £4.5m in 2005.

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Amid the rolling hills of Dorset,
two CSE projects are pointing
the way to energy efficicency ...

SE is helping the Dorset Energy

Group — a partnership including

local authorities and the

business, voluntary and health

sectors — to develop an Energy
Efficiency Strategy for Bournemouth, Dorset
and Poole.

The strategy will aim to get all stake-
holders working together to put Dorset on
a low-carbon path and tackle fuel poverty in
the county. It follows on from the success of
the Dorset Renewable Energy Strategy
which was written by CSE for the group in
2005 and is currently being implemented.

Mid-April saw the publication of a dis-
cussion paper which summarises the results
of several months of research and suggests
a draft vision, aims, targets and priority
areas for action. The discussion paper has
been distributed to over 100 stakeholders,
who have been invited to a consultation
event in Wareham in May.

CSE’s Zoe Redgrove is organising the
consultation, and said: “It looks set to be an
intensive day and I'm expecting a few spir-
ited discussions!”

Bournemouth and Poole PCT

And this isnt the only work we are doing in
Dorset. We are also beginning work on an
energy efficiency strategy and action plan
for Bournemouth and Poole Teaching
Primary Care Trust. The purpose of the strat-

egy is to reduce the PCT's energy bills and
demonstrate to the organisation’s staff and
board members the importance of energy
efficiency and reducing carbon emissions.

The organisation has a medium sized
office headquarters in Poole, but uses the
services of many other health facilities to
provide care for the area’s 350,000
residents, including two large hospitals, GP
practices, dental practices, pharmacies and
opticians. By influencing behaviour around
energy use and carbon emissions, the
strategy could potentially have far-reaching
impacts across the local health sector.

Martin Holley is leading CSE's project
team: “We'll be looking to provide the PCT
with a 3-year action plan that aims to

engage all staff with energy saving and leave
them motivated to act” he said. “We know

that the NHS is a big energy user, and we
are pleased to be helping them make
savings that can be spent on patient care.”
The strategy will also draw up an
assessment of the risks to the PCT of

climate change. This will look at both direct

impacts (e.g. the health implications of
hotter summers) and at the possible future
scenarios for energy prices and carbon
pricing or rationing.

The project builds on innovative work
that CSE is currently doing with a range of
public sector organisations in Bath,
including the local PCT [see pages 4-5]. It
is hoped that the Bournemouth and Poole

work will act as a pilot for energy efficiency

strategies for other PCTs in the region.

Before the students, aged 16 and older and from
schools and colleges in Bristol and Somerset, started
working on their films, they attended a series of
workshops on climate change and energy efficiency run
by the education team at CSE.

Solar kits now adapted for
secondary schools

in schools in and around Bristol and says that they are going down well with
teachers and students alike. “Everyone is very engaged with the kits and
discussions in the workshop quickly lead onto broader issues surrounding
renewable energy and sustainability.”
